Eligibility 
 

 Applicant maintains a permanent residence in the Town of Mansfield.  
 

 Applicant demonstrates a clear intent to pursue further study in the field of Parks, 
Forestry, Recreation or Leisure Services or is currently enrolled in such a program. 

 
OR has, during the course of his or her high school career, regularly participated in or 
worked for the benefit or support of the Mansfield Park & Recreation programs and has 
exhibited exemplary/outstanding service (e.g. summer camp counselor, program 
instructor, volunteer or assistant, special events volunteer) 

 
 Applicant is a high school senior or college student in good standing status with their 

respective high school or college at the time of application and award.  
 

1. Applicants should posses a passing grade (GPA of “B” or higher).  
2. Applicants having pending disciplinary matters or outstanding unpaid fines are 

considered not in good standing.  
3. If in question, the decision of good standing status is at the discretion of the 

Scholarship Committee.  



 
 
RULES FOR AWARD 

 One (1) scholarship will be awarded per academic school year. 
 Scholarship will be presented to the recipient and then mailed to the college or university 

for the second semester.  
 If an applicant does not receive the scholarship, they are eligible to apply again in 

subsequent years. 
 The scholarship committee reserves the right to not award a scholarship in any given year 

if the group of applicants does not adequately meet the criteria
